Secondhand smoke is dangerous 24/7. That's why 75% of Virginians support a statewide
law that makes all restaurants completely smoke-free. But a plan being considered by some
Virginia leaders would allow smoking in restaurants after 10pm, which still puts workers’ and

patrons’ health at risk.

Secondhand smoke contains more than 4,000 chemicals, including 69 known to cause cancer.
And those toxins can linger long after the last cigarette is put out.
