The Youth Advocates of the Year Awards, sponsored by the Campaign for Tobacco-Free Kids,
honor the outstanding work of young advocates who have taken the lead in holding the
tobacco companies accountable for their efforts to market products to youth. These young
activists are fighting to protect their peers, their communities and the nation from the dangers
of tobacco use through public education efforts, student-to-student training and outreach to
policymakers. Many have worked to change policies at the national, state and local levels to

limit youth access to tobacco, protect people from secondhand smoke, and ensure that tobacco

prevention programs continue to receive funding. Their work inspires and motivates other

young people to join in their advocacy efforts.

The Campaign for Tobacco-Free Kids will honor:

¢ Four regional (East, West, Central and South) winners
(grades 9-12)

¢ One group winner (may include both high school
and middle school age youth)

¢ One international grant award winner (grades 9-12,
must be from the US)

¢ One national Youth Advocate of the Year (grades 9-12).

Winners will be recognized at a gala event in Washington,
DC on May 12, 2010. Our 2010 Youth Advocates of the Year
will also be invited to participate in our ninth annual Youth
Advocacy Symposium where they, along with past award
winners, will take part in advocacy events and trainings,
and plan for the upcoming year. All winners will work with
the Campaign throughout the year, traveling to conferences
and participating in youth events across the country to
promote tobacco prevention.

Are you a youth advocate active in international

tobacco control and prevention? Check out our
international grant award:

Tobacco use is a leading cause of death worldwide. If
trends continue, by 2020 70 percent of global deaths from
tobacco use will occur in developing countries. The tobacco
industry aggressively targets young people around the world
every day through advertisements, event sponsorship and
free giveaways. Young activists are fighting back — from
coordinating media campaigns that publicize the tobacco
industry's international misdeeds to helping develop youth
anti-tobacco movements in countries across the globe —
youth are sending a strong message to Big Tobacco! This
award will honor a US youth who has done a significant
amount of tobacco control work internationally.

Winners receive scholarships and grants:

National Winner: $5,000 scholarship + $500 grant

Each Regional Winner: $2,500 scholarship + $500 grant
Group Winner: $2,500 grant

International Grant Winner: $2,000 grant

JUDGING CRITERIA AND PROCESS

Please read all nomination requirements carefully.

A panel of judges from leading health, education and media
organizations will select finalists in each award category.
All entries are judged against others in the respective
award category. Phone interviews will be conducted with
approximately three finalists from each award category to
complete the selection process.

Each winner must be able to attend the awards gala and
youth advocacy symposium. The gala will be held on

May 12, 2010, and the Symposium will be held during the
summer, both in Washington, DC. Winners are expected to
participate actively with the Campaign's activities throughout
the year, serving as spokespersons with the media, leading
youth training seminars and attending conferences and other
activities across the country.

Each nomination submission will be judged on the following
six criteria:

e Advocacy experience

¢ Initiative

e Impact of activities on protecting youth from tobacco

e L.eadership — ability to mobilize peers and involve them

as advocates
¢ Creative thinking and problem solving
e Ability to communicate ideas effectively
